Does the tax credit apply to hiring someone to clean up my yard?

No, the program applies to a professional who is creating any improvement or renovation of an enduring nature to
your dwelling or the land on which the dwelling sits. Items that do not qualify include annuals, lawn and garden
maintenance, tree maintenance, snow removal, hanging baskets, containers and planters.

Do I have to hire someone?

If you are landscaping the property yourself, the purchase of enduring plant material such as perennials,

trees or shrubs qualifies under the program. However, do-it-yourself labour is not eligible for the tax credit.

You may locate a Landscape Ontario garden centre member near you by going to www.landscapeontario.com.
Many garden centres offer design consultation which would be covered by the credit.

How do I apply to receive the credit?
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There is no application, simply file your claim next tax season. You are not Iandscape ontario.com
required to send your receipts into Revenue Canada, but make sure you keep the g v
receipts on file in case Revenue Canada questions your return.
